NURSERY ETC

CONTRACT PERIOD

01 July 2009 to 30 June 2010 with an option, by the Municipality, to extend, annually, for a further period of two years not exceeding 30 June 2012.

1.
SCOPE

This contract is for the maintenance of open spaces, cemeteries, nursery and other 
areas . 

Work includes weeding, watering of flowerbeds, trees, staging areas and 
plant  containers, repairing of tree stakes, widening cleaning  of tree basins as and when necessary, the removing of dead leaves and flowers, collecting of all litter daily and disposing of such. Planting replacement plants in flower beds. Picking up of loose stones, broken glass, inspecting of fences and play ground equipment and report to designated official. Removing weeds and other unwanted vegetation and dead flowers on graves. Reporting any 
damage, theft or vandalism to the designated official.
1.1
TRAINING

One weeks training in garden maintenance will be offered for all the appointed 
contractors and workers on receipt of a written request.

2.
SPECIFICATION

Measurements in respect of each area are given in good faith and 
contractors are required to take their own measurements to satisfy 
themselves.  From time to time the contractor may be required to 
maintain 
additional areas. 


Sizes of areas may change as a result of public open spaces being sold or new 
areas being developed.

2.1
The contractor shall collect and remove all litter such as; bottles, glass, paper, 
plastic, stones, house hold refuse, scrap, branches of trees from all demarcated 
areas and fences on a daily basis before 11h00.

2.2
The contractor shall undertake minor repairs to fences, as and when instructed. The 
materials to undertake this work will be supplied by the ………….
2.3
All the flowerbeds and plants in containers are to be completely weeded and all the 
weeds are to be removed within 24 hours and at 16:00 on Friday.

2.4
Plants in containers are to be staged in the same variety neatly in rows on 
completion of the work.

2.5
All flowerbeds and plants in containers are to be water as instructed .

The following productivity norm will be use in adjudicating tenders;

1000m² per man / day

2.8
The contractor or his representative will be required to be available between 9H00 
and 15h00 on the day as arranged with the ………………………Official.

3.
STAFF / EQUIPMENT

3.1
The Contractor shall ensure that all employees are registered with the Workmen’s 
Compensation Commissioner in a manner which is acceptable to the Department of 
Labour and which satisfies the requirement of the compensation for occupational 
injuries and diseases act.

3.2
The contractor shall have available at all times sufficient workmen and resources to 
execute the work to the satisfaction of the Business Unit Manager : Environmental 
Services within one calendar month.

3.3…………………………Municipality may provide basic tools as part payment at the 
discretion of the Business Unit Manager to enable the 
emerging contractor to undertake the work as required by this contract.

3.4
The contractor shall ensure exemplary behaviour and that all his personnel are 
neatly dressed so as not to bring the good name of the
Municipality as a whole into disrepute.

3.5
The contractor may employ extra staff at his expense to assist him. All casual staff 
must be employed from the ward from which they are working or the nearest 
previously disadvantaged area to that ward. The appropriate ward councellor must 
be contacted for assistance in this regard.

3.6
The contractor must supervise his own staff.

3.7
All unskilled / casual staff must be paid in accordance with the Labour Act. The 
contractor will be responsible for their training.

3.8

The ………………………. or his  representative has the right to instruct the removal of any individual that he deems to be undesirable.

3.9
 Staff are to wear appropriate uniform displaying the name of the company and high visibility vests when working in traffic areas. 
3.10
The ……………………………….will supply and issue any  

 
materials (except safety clothing) to carry out the work.

3.11
All rubbish must be removed within 24 hours and / or by 16H00 on Fridays.No 
rubbish is to be left over weekends or public holidays. Roadways and pedestrian 
routes must be kept clear at all times.

3.12
Basic training in all the aspects of this work will be given to the main contractor.

3.13
Work shall commence within 14 days of this tender being awarded to the 

        
successful tenderer.

3.14
The contract may be cancelled if at any stage it is found that the specifications 
described in item 2 above are not adhered to in terms of Nelson Mandela Bay 
Municipality’s policy.

3.15
Work shall be carried out only on the instruction of an official order.

3.16
Payment shall not be made less than 14 days from the date of invoice.

All work which is not completed during the specified month, the 


          following penalty, according to the specified formula, shall be apply:

Sites which do not conform to contract specification will not receive payment. 
Contractors shall advise the relevant departmental representative weekly in writing 
on the prescribed form of the areas which have been mowed, to enable the 
representative to inspect the areas timeously.

Contractor will be required to provide a bank account number for payment on a 
monthly basis for the duration of the contract.

3.20
Municipality reserves the right to accept all or part of the tender, as per the attached schedule.

4.
SAFETY


For the purposes of the Occupational, Health and Safety Act, 1993 (Act 
No. 
85/1993), the site is transferred, for the duration of the cutting period, to the control of 
the contractor as if it were his property. As the employer, he is in every respect 
responsible for compliance with the provisions of the Act and any other legislation 
pertaining to this activity.

5 INSURANCE OF THE WORKS AND DAMAGES

5.1 The proposed activity shall be conducted entirely at the risk of the applicant and the Municipality shall be indemnified against any claim for the duration of the contract. The contractor will be held responsible for any damages to Metro property for the duration of the job. In this regard the contractor must expose all services by hand prior to commencing any work.

5.2 For this purpose a suitable public liability insurance policy, issued in the joint names of the applicant and the Municipality is required.

5.3 Proof of a valid paid up policy must be attached to all invoices when submitting for payment.

5.4 The successful contractor may participate in the  Municipality’s PCI Insurance plan and payments will be arranged.
