MAINTENANCE OF STREET TREES

CONTRACT PERIOD:

1 JULY 2009  TO 30 JUNE 2010 WITH AN OPTION TO EXTEND, ANNUALLY, FOR A FURTHER PERIOD OF TWO YEARS NOT EXCEEDING 30 JUNE 2012
BIDS MAY ONLY BE SUBMITTED ON THE BID DOCUMENTATION PROVIDED BY THE MUNICIPALITY
1.
SCOPE

1.1 This contract is for the daily maintenance of existing street trees throughout the  Municipality. 

1.2 The contractor must wherever possible instill community co-operation and environmental awareness regarding the trees.

1.3 The contractor must promote and encourage residents to take ownership of the trees.

1.4 The successful contractor shall ensure exemplary behavior and that all his personnel are neatly dressed and vehicles/equipment in an acceptable condition so as not to bring the good name of the  Municipality as a whole into disrepute.

2. SPECIFICATION

2.1
A schedule of tree details (numbers, street names) as well as the water sources and specific watering days will be issued to the contractor .This will vary from time to time.
Work includes: -

· Cleaning tree basins of all weeds and other unwanted vegetation, litter, broken glass, and stones.

· Replace dead or damaged trees indicated by the designated council official. (Replacement trees will be supplied by Council & will be made available at the Parks depot in each Area)
· Repair tree basins to ensure that they will accept the required volume of water. Sizes to be 1m-x1 m square. Basin to be to the depth of 10cm below surrounding soil level when given the required 40 liters of water.

· Repair and replace tree guards as indicated by the designated official on site.

· Report any damage, theft or vandalism to the designated official.

· It is anticipated that the watering of trees will be as and when required This may vary from time to time and is dependant on budget, weather, soil types, tree sizes etc.
3.
STAFF & EQUIPMENT

3.1 The contractor may employ staff at his expense to assist him.

3.2. The  Municipality will not provide tools or equipment to carry out the work. The contractor will need a suitable vehicle and is advised to have a 1000 liter watertank as well as 25 liter reciprocals to decant the water. As well as spades, pliers etc.
3.3. Basic training in all the aspects of this work will be given.

3.5.
The quantities of trees are given in good faith and the contractor is required to satisfy himself that these are accurate.

The contractor is required to be available daily during office hours and must advise the  Municipality designated official in writing of any change of address or contact telephone numbers.

4 PRICE STRUCTURE & APPROVAL OF ACCOUNTS FOR PAYMENT

4.1 The tender prices to exclude VAT.

4.2 All tender prices shall be quoted per tree, as requested in the tender form.

4.3 Work shall commence within 14 days of this tender being awarded to the    


successful tenderer.

4.4 The contract may be cancelled if at any stage it is found that the specifications described in item 2 above are not adhered to in terms of   ……. Municipality policy.

4.5 Work shall be carried out only on the instruction of an official order.

4.6 Payment shall not be made less than 21 days from the date of invoice.

4.7 All work which is not completed during the specified month, the following penalty, according to the specified formula, shall be apply:


Total number of tree       X    cost per tree  X     20%

4.8 Sites which do not conform to contract specification will not receive payment. Contractors shall advise the relevant Business Unit representative weekly in writing on the prescribed form   of the trees which have been maintained, to enable the representative to   inspect the areas timeously.

4.9 Contractor will be required to provide a bank account number for payment on a monthly basis for the duration of the contract.

5 SAFETY

5.1 For the purposes of the Occupational, Health and Safety Act, 1993 (Act  No. 95 / 1993), the site is transferred for the duration of the maintenance            

period, to the control of the contractor as if it were his property.  As the employer, he is in every respect responsible for compliance with the provisions of the Act and any other legislation pertaining to this activity.

6 INSURANCE OF THE WORKS AND DAMAGES

6.1 The proposed activity shall be conducted entirely at the risk of the applicant and the Municipality shall be indemnified against any claim for the duration of the contract.

6.2  For this purpose a suitable public liability insurance policy, issued in the joint names of the applicant and the Municipality is required.

6.3 Proof of a valid paid up policy must be attached to all invoices when submitting for payment.

6.4 The successful contractor(s) may participate in the Council’s PCI Insurance plan but will have to submit a written request with the tender to the Business Unit for inclusion in the scheme. An excess will have to be paid by the contractor for any claim submitted.
