PROPAGATION OF NURSERY STOCK

CONTRACT PERIOD:

01 JULY 2009 TO 30 JUNE 2010 WITH AN OPTION, BY THE MUNICIPALITY, TO EXTEND, ANNUALLY, FOR A FURTHER PERIOD OF TWO YEARS NOT EXCEEDING 30 JUNE 2012

1.
SCOPE

1.1    Propagating nursery plant stock

1.2 One weeks training in Nursery propagation will be offered for all the appointed contractors and workers on receipt of a written request.

2 SPECIFICATION

2.1 The nursery will supply all plant material, soil, containers and growth hormones for propagation purposes.

2.2 Cuttings are to be made according to prescribe methods.

2.3 A growth hormone shall be applied to the base of the cutting prior to being planted in the growing media.

2.4 Cuttings will be inserted in the prescribed growing media in straight rows and the growing media levelled around the cuttings.

2.5 Dead leaves and debris shall be removed on a daily basis and the propagation house shall be maintained in a hygienic condition.

2.6 The contractor shall ensure that only plant material of a good quality, which is free of any disease and pests is used.

2.7 Containers must be filled with growing media prior to cuttings being planted.

2.8 All containers shall be staged in the required areas as indicated by the Public Health Directorate Official.

2.9 A minimum of 4000 cuttings shall be prepared per day.

3 STAFF / EQUIPMENT

3.1 The Contractor shall ensure that all employees are registered with the Workmen’s Compensation Commissioner in a manner which is acceptable to the Department of Labour and which satisfies the requirement of the compensation for occupational injuries and diseases act.

3.2 The contractor shall have available at all times sufficient trained workmen and resources to execute the work to the satisfaction of the Executive Director : Public Health Directorate within one calendar month.

No contract labour shall be permitted to wear clothing displaying municipal logos.

4 PRICE STRUCTURE & APPROVAL OF ACCOUNTS FOR PAYMENT

4.1 The tender prices to exclude VAT.

4.2 All tender prices shall be quoted per cutting, as requested in the tender form.

4.3 Work shall commence within 14 days of this tender being awarded to the     


successful tenderer.

4.4 The contract may be cancelled if at any stage it is found that the specifications described in item 2 above are not adhered to in terms of  . Supply Chain Management Policy.   
4.5 Work shall be carried out only on the instruction of an official order.

4.6 Payment shall not be made less than 21 days from the date of invoice.

4.7 All work which is not completed during the specified month, the 


following penalty, according to the specified formula, shall be apply:


Total cuttings not made     X    cost per cutting    X     20%

4.8 Work which do not conform to contract specification will not receive payment. Contractors shall advise the relevant Business Unit representative weekly in writing on the prescribed form of the work which have been completed, to enable the representative to    


inspect the work timeously.

4.9 Contractor will be required to provide a bank account number for payment on a monthly basis for the duration of the contract.
