1. SCOPE

1.1.
This contract is for the weeding of flowerbeds throughout the………………………Municipality. 

1.1.1 One weeks training in garden maintenance will be offered for all the appointed contractors and workers on receipt of a written request.

1.2 This contract will be implemented on an as and when required basis.

SPECIFICATION

2.1
Measurements in respect of each area are given in good faith and contractors are required to take their own measurements to satisfy themselves.  

2.2
All the flower beds are to be completely weeded, all dead leaves on plants are to be cut off and dead plants/off season annuals to be removed as and when instructed by the ………….. Municipality Official 
2.3
The contractor shall collect and remove all litter in the flowerbeds and all collected weeds are to be removed the same day.

2.4. All flower beds are to be watered after weeding 

2.5. The following productivity norm will be used in adjudicating tenders;

1000m² per man / day

3.
STAFF / EQUIPMENT

3.1
The Contractor shall ensure that all employees are registered with the Workmen’s Compensation Commissioner in a manner which is acceptable to the Department of Labour and which satisfies the requirement of the compensation for occupational injuries and diseases act.

3.2
The contractor shall have available at all times sufficient workmen and resources to execute the work to the satisfaction of the Business Unit   Manager: Environmental Services within one calendar month. The contractor may employ extra staff at his expense to assist him. All casual staff must be employed from the ward from which they are working or the nearest previously disadvantaged area to that ward. The appropriate ward councillor must be contacted for assistance in this regard.

3.3. The contractor must supervise his own staff.

3.4. All unskilled / casual staff must be paid in accordance with the Labour Act. The contractor will be responsible for their training.

The Executive Director : ……………..or his representative has the right to instruct the removal of any individual that he deems to be undesirable.

3.5. The Contractor must supply any tools and safety equipment required  to carry out the work.

3.6. All rubbish must be removed within 24 hours and / or by 16H00 on Fridays. No rubbish is to be left over weekends or public holidays. Roadways and pedestrian routes must be kept clear at all times.

3.7. Basic training in all the aspects of this work will be given to the main contractor.

No staff employed by the contractor may wear any clothing displaying            the municipal logo or identification that may indicate that the staff member is     employed by the Municipality.

SAFETY

Safety bibs & traffic cones are to be provided and used by the contractor when working in traffic islands or other potentially dangerous areas.

INSURANCE OF THE WORKS AND DAMAGES

The proposed activity shall be conducted entirely at the risk of the applicant and the Council shall be indemnified against any claim   for the duration of the contract. The contractor will be held responsible for any damages to Municipal property for the duration of the job. In this regard the contractor must expose all services by hand prior to commencing any work.

For this purpose a suitable public liability insurance policy, issued in the

joint names of the applicant and the Municipality is required.

Proof of a valid paid up policy must be attached to all invoices when 

submitting for payment.

The successful contractor may participate in the council’s PCI Insurance 

plan and payments will be arranged.

The contractor must report any damages to municipal property immediately to the designated municipal official.
